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Draft Parish Council meeting of Monday 8th January 2018 at 8.00pm, Village Hall, Pye Corner, Gilston

71. TO RECEIVE APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
a. Cllr Robert Brunton (DC), Cllr Buckmaster (HCC), Cllr Hughes
72. TO RECEIVE COUNCILLOR’S DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
a. None given.
73. MINUTES FOR APPROVAL
a. Minutes of the business meeting of 13th November 2017 were proposed by Cllr Bryant and seconded by Cllr Geddes.  The minutes signed as a true record by Chairman Cllr Orson.
74. ACCOUNTS
a. The Councils written accounts summary had been distributed before the meeting and were accepted by full council. (Appendix 1).
b. Precept forms was completed for 2018/2019 as the amount agreed in our November meeting.
c. SLCC membership for 2018 of £72.00.  This was agreed for Clerk to pay.
Items a, b & c were proposed by Cllr Beazley and seconded by Cllr Geddes and agreed by full council.


75. PLANNING AND ASSOCIATED APPLICATIONS
a. 4 Roseley Cottages, Eastwick – Erection of Front Porch and Render Original Property.  This has been refused by planning – The proposed extension would disproportionately alter the size of the original building and would thereby constitute inappropriate development in the Green Belt.
b. 36 Pye Corner, Gilston – single storey rear extension then amendments to these plans– Post meeting note – this has been refused by planning – The proposed extension, cumulatively with previous additions to the dwelling, would disproportionately alter the size of the original building and would thereby constitute inappropriate development in the Green Belt. 
c. Old Brophy site – Awaiting update from HCC Enforcement. 
d. Briggens House – Quarry.  A response to be made in support of the Hunsdon Parish Council response.
e. Consultation on the draft Minerals Local Plan – A response to be made in support of the Hunsdon Parish Council response.
76. STOP HARLOW NORTH CAMPAIGN
a. Cllr Hughes was not able to attend the meeting
77. PARISH PATHS
a. Nicholas Maddex HCC Rights of Way has reported that all outstanding works have been completed.
78. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
a. The Chairman reported that Cllr Geddes has stood down from the Neighbourhood Plan Group and he was thanked for his contribution over the years. Cllr Bryant has taken his place as Parish Council representative.
b. Approximately 60 residents plus representatives of the Neighbourhood Plan Group and our MP Mark Prisk attended the District Plan Enquiry in Public [EiP] held at Wallfields, Hertford. It is expected that the EiP Inspector’s conclusions will be published in April.
c. Anthony Bickmore, Neighbourhood Plan Group Chairman and Mark Prisk met with Secretary of State Sajid Javid to present the case against development in the Green Belt and to raise the issues of Government funding of activities to support the proposed Harlow and Gilston Garden Town before the District Plan and EiP had concluded and the lack of community funding available to support the community response to District Plan proposals for the Gilston area.
d. The Neighbourhood Plan Group are holding a second Community Workshop on Saturday 20th January 2018 to help increase residents knowledge and understanding of the revised District Plan Concept Development Framework [CDF].  The Workshop will once again be attended by the Urban Silence consultants who helped make a success of our September Workshop. Representatives of EHDC and the promoters of the development have also been invited to attend. 
It is vital we once again show EHDC the strength of feeling our community holds on their proposal to remove our villages from the Green Belt and our desire to ensure (should the District Plan be approved) that any development meets the highest possible standards and minimises impacts on our existing community. 
79. HIGHWAYS
a. Cllr Beazley informed the meeting that she has contacted Cllr Buckmaster regarding possible funding for replacement of the speed indicators. 
b. Cllr Beazley will contact EHC to arrange litter picks as the area through Pye Corner in particular needs attention.
80. VILLAGE SIGNS
a. Nothing to report.
81. NEW HOMES BONUS
a. The Clerk reported that a further suggestion to be considered for New Homes Bonus funding is installation of play equipment at Terlings Park.  The list of suggestions received so far will be updated and sent to Councillors for consideration.
82. ADOPT A KIOSK
a. Cllr Hughes was unable to attend the meeting.
83. WAR MEMORIALS
a. The Clerk reported that she had applied for funding for the work needed to clean both the Eastwick and Gilston war memorials.   Grant applications have been sent to the War Memorials Trust and we are awaiting their decision.
84. NOTICE BOARDS
a. The Eastwick notice board is in a poor state of repair and needs to be replaced.  The Clerk has received quotes for this work and the parish council is now considering the possibility of replacing the Eastwick noticeboard and installing additional noticeboards in Terlings Park. Cllrs Beazley and Wightwick reported that initial feedback from Terlings Park residents suggested that a more modern design of noticeboard would be required, the locations would need to agreed and the need for noticeboards had been questioned. Further consultation is needed and they will report back to our March meeting.
